                                                    SCHOOL CODE OF CONDUCT  
 
 

There are schoolwide policies which affect all students.  Each team and/or class 
establishes its own code of conduct in accordance with general school 
expectations at the very beginning of the school year.  These class/team rules are 
incorporated within the schoolwide policies.  Students are expected to participate 
in this policy making process, and to adhere to the meaning of the rules 
throughout the school year.  Each student will follow the five standards of being a 
good citizen at Fulton Elementary: 

   
  • I will respect others verbally and physically. 
   This means that no one will laugh at me, hurt my feelings or hurt 
   me physically. 
 
  • I will be a good student. 
   This means that I will follow class rules, respect fellow students, 
   ignore distractions and do my best work. 
 
  • I will use personal and school property in a responsible   
   manner. 
   This means that I will not damage or abuse anything that belongs 
   to the school or someone else. 
 
  • I will speak appropriately. 

This means that I will not speak rudely to others or use bad 
language. 

 
  • I will practice good safety habits. 

This means I will walk while in the building, and I will not do 
anything to harm myself or others. 

 
 General School Conduct   
 

A. Students will enter and leave the building according to designated doors 
using appropriate hallway conduct. 

B. All members of the Fulton School Family will help keep our school 
building and grounds in neat and clean condition by discarding waste in 
proper cans and picking up paper in hallways and on the school grounds. 

C. Each student has the responsibility to follow the directions of every adult 
in the school. Each adult has the responsibility to supervise every student 
at all times. 



 D. Students and adults will resolve conflicts using peaceful measures. 
            E. Students will raise their hands and wait to be called upon when sharing 

with the  group. 
F. Students may only leave assigned areas when permission is granted from 

the supervising adult.  Students will not be given permission to return to 
classrooms during lunch or recess. 

 G. Students will remove hats when they enter the building. 
 H. Students will not chew gum or eat candy during school. 
            I. Students will utilize computers and other technology according to Howard 

County guidelines and only under adult supervision. 
 

Hallway Conduct  
 
 A. Students will WALK at all times. 
 B. Students will walk on the right side of all hallways to prevent collisions. 

C. Students will refrain from touching other students, walls, and hallway 
displays with their hands or any other objects. 

 D. Students will conduct themselves quietly and respectfully in hallways. 
            E. Students who are walking in the hallway without an adult will have a pass 

from a staff member. 
 
 Assembly Conduct  
 
 A. Students will enter and exit assemblies in an orderly fashion. 
 B. Students will sit flat on the floor in their designated area. 

C. Clapping of hands is the only appropriate response to a presentation. 
D.  There will be no booing, jeering, screaming, whistling, or unnecessary 

talking. 
 E. Students may not leave the assembly except for emergencies. 
 
 Recess  
 
 A. General Expectations 
 

1. Students must stay within sight of supervising adults.  Playground 
boundaries may not be crossed. 

2. Students who are excused from outdoor play need a written note 
from a physician or parent.  They will spend this time in the office, 
health room, or cafeteria.. 

3. When the grass is wet, outdoor play may be restricted to the 
blacktop area. 

4. On inclement weather days, recess will be held in team areas.  
Students will have an opportunity to select from a variety of quiet 
games and activities for group or individual participation. 

5. Students may not pick up and throw stones, pebbles or other 
potentially harmful objects. 



  6. No food will be allowed on the playground. 
  7. Rough physical contact will not be permitted. 

8. Flowers, trees, etc. have been planted for our enjoyment.  Students 
will refrain from touching them. 

9. All playground and sports equipment will be provided by the 
school.  (Do NOT send toys or sports equipment from home.) 

 
 B. Use of Playground Equipment 

1. The following practices are not permitted for reasons of safety and 
accident prevention: 

• standing or jumping off playground equipment from 
high levels 

    • pushing in line while waiting to use equipment 
• use of the monkey bars will be restricted according 

to team procedures 
  2. On the sliding board, the following procedures are to be followed: 
    • only one at a time may come down the slide 
    • a sitting position must be maintained on the slide 

• a single file line will be formed while waiting for a 
turn 

    • stones, etc. may not be placed on the slide 
  

Cafeteria Conduct  
 
 A. Students will follow standards posted in the cafeteria. 

B. Students will return trays when finished with lunch and clean immediate 
area. 

 C. Students will remain in seats until dismissed by staff member on duty. 
D. Students buying milk, lunch, ice cream, or snacks will follow team 

procedures. 
E. Students will use bathrooms and water fountains closest to the cafeteria 

when permission is given. 
 
 Bathroom Conduct  
 
 A. Students will not take writing utensils, paper or books into the bathroom. 
 B. Students will use paper provided in bathrooms appropriately. 

C. Students will flush toilets, wash their hands and return immediately  to 
their classrooms. 

 D. Students will leave bathrooms in neat and clean condition after use. 
E. Students will use a bathroom pass in each class (one for boys, one for 

girls). 
F. Students will refrain from climbing any dividing walls or fixtures inside 

the bathroom. 
 
 



 
 
 Bus Conduct  
 

A. Students are expected to follow the rules established by the Board of 
Education and the bus carriers.  The bus driver has absolute control of the 
bus and of the conduct of those on it. 

 B. Students will be seated at all times. 
C. Students tampering with emergency doors will be suspended from the bus 

until reinstated by the Supervisor of Pupil Transportation. 
 D. Students will keep hands, arms, head, and objects in the bus at all times. 

E. Students may only ride their assigned  bus to and from school.  If students 
are not to ride their bus home from school, the parent must notify the 
school IN WRITI NG.  Do not call in a change or FAX.  It must be sent in 
writing that morning. 

F. Students will board the bus in an orderly manner.  They will stand away 
from the roadway and walk to board the bus. 

 G. Students will help the driver keep the bus clean. 
 
 Consequences  
  

Student misbehavior will be addressed by the classroom teacher in the setting 
where it occurs.  Team members may consult to determine consequences for 
ongoing problems.  Parents will be notified of these problems.  At no time will 
corporal punishment be used. 

 
 If problems occur: 
   • students will be warned of possible consequences 

• students may be removed from the activity where the 
misbehavior occurred but not necessarily the setting  

   • a teacher-student conference may  be held 
• students may be referred to in-school support groups and/or 

the administrators 
   • a student/teacher/principal conference may be held  
 Actions available for the administrator to take are: 
   • administrator/student conference may be held   

• return student to class if he/she demonstrates understanding 
of the incident and expectations 

• provide a time-out space in the office where child sits for 
an appropriate period of time 

   • parents will be notified as needed 
• request that parent(s) come to school for an immediate 

conference 
   • in or out of school suspension of student 
   • refer student to superintendent for further action 
 



 
 
 Rewards  

 
As children participate in school activities, their accomplishments are recognized 
and their on-task behavior is rewarded.  Each classroom teacher develops his/her 
own system of rewards appropriate to the age of the children in the class.   
 
There are many schoolwide rewards available to all children: 
 
   Quarter ly Per fect Attendance 
   Perfect Attendance will be rewarded each quarter starting 
   at the end of the 1st quarter. 
 
   Bir thday Acknowledgement 
   Each student will be wished a happy birthday over the 
   morning announcements and receive a birthday pencil 
   live on our TV Morning News. 
 
   Annual Team Awards Assembly 
   Students will be recognized in June for their  
   accomplishments throughout the year. 
 
   Reading Incentive Program 
   The Reading Specialist coordinates a program to  
   reinforce students who read throughout the year. 
   This includes a variety of programs.  The monthly 
   drawing for a firetruck ride to school is an example. 
 
 

    
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 

                                                 
Internet Use Guidelines 
 
These guidelines are applicable to both students and staff. 
 
Use of Internet Permission Form 
 
The Howard County Public School System recognizes that the Internet 
shifts the ways that information may be accessed, communicated and 
transferred by members of the society and these changes may also alter 
instruction and student learning. The Howard County Public School 
System generally supports access by students to rich information 
resources along with the development by staff of appropriate skills to 
analyze and evaluate such resources. 
 
The Internet significantly alters the information landscape for schools by 
opening classrooms to a broader array of resources. In the past, 
instructional and library media materials could usually be screened--prior 
to use--by committees of educators and community members intent on 
subjecting all such materials to reasonable selection criteria. The Internet, 
because it may lead to any publicly available fileserver in the world, will 
open classrooms to electronic information resources which have not been 
screened by educators for use by students. 
 
Electronic information research skills are now fundamental to preparation 
of citizens and future employees during an information age. The Howard 
County Public School System expects that staff will blend thoughtful use of 
such information throughout the curriculum and that the staff will provide 
guidance and instruction to students in the appropriate use of such 
resources. 
 
Students are responsible for good behavior on the Internet just as they are 
in a classroom or a school hallway. The network is provided for students to 
conduct research and communicate with others. Access to network 
services will be provided to students who agree to act in a considerate and 
responsible manner. 
 
Independent student use of telecommunications and electronic information 
resources will be permitted upon submission of permission forms and 



agreement forms by parents of minor students and by students 
themselves.  (This applies to students in grades 9-12 only.) 
 
Access to the Internet will enable students to explore thousands of 
libraries, databases, and bulletin boards throughout the world. The Howard 
County Public School System believes that the benefits to students from 
access in the form of information resources and opportunities for 
collaboration, exceed the disadvantages. But ultimately, parents and 
guardians of minors are responsible for setting and conveying the 
standards that their children should follow when using media and 
information sources. To that end, the Howard County Public School 
System supports and respects each family's right to decide whether or not 
to apply for independent access. 
 
Internet services are to be used in a responsible, efficient, ethical, and 
legal manner. Users of the Internet must acknowledge their understanding 
of the guidelines as a condition for independent use of the Internet. 
 
Use of the Internet is a privilege, not a right. Failure to adhere to these 
guidelines may result in suspension or revocation of Internet access. 
 
Provisions 
 
1. Acceptable uses of the Internet are activities which support learning and 
teaching. Internet users are encouraged to develop uses which meet their 
individual educational needs and which take advantage of the network's 
functions. 
 
2.Unacceptable use of the network include, but are not limited to: 
 
a. Violating the rights to privacy of other students. 
b. Using profanity, obscenity, or other language which may be offensive to 
another user. 
c. Copying materials in violation of copyright law. 
d. Plagiarizing, which is the taking of someone else's words, ideas, or 
findings and intentionally presenting them as your own without properly 
giving credit to their source. 
e. Using the network for financial gain or for any commercial or illegal 
activity. 
f. Attempting to degrade or disrupt system performance or unauthorized 
entry to and/or destruction of computer systems and files. 



g. Re-posing personal communications without the author's prior consent. 
h. Revealing home phone numbers, addresses, or other personal 
information. 
i. Making personal purchases or unauthorized orders. 
j. Accessing, downloading, storing, or printing files or messages that are 
sexually explicit, obscene, or that offend or tends to degrade others. 
k. Downloading or copying information on to disks or hard drives without 
prior teacher approval. 
 
3.The Howard County Public School System will be responsible for: 
 
a. Teaching students about these guidelines. 
b. Supervising and guiding student access to the Internet. 
 
4. All users of the network are responsible for adhering to these guidelines. 
 
5.The following people are entitled to use the Internet: 
 

a. All staff. 
b. All students under the direction of a teacher during a 

classroom lesson. 
c. All students in grades nine through twelve independently if a 

permission slip has been signed and submitted by both the 
parent or guardian and the student. 
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
