Packet Contents and Deadlines 

 

The following packet contains all of the forms you will need to submit as a Statement of Interest for the 

AP Scholars Program at Glenelg High School.

Form AA – Student Statement of Interest 

Form B – List of References 

Form C – Counselor and Principal Verification Form 

Form D – Reference/Evaluation Form (4 copies needed) 

Form E – Statement of Extracurricular Activities 

Form F – Writing Folder Submission (current GHS students only) 

Form G – Writing Exam Registration (current middle school students only) 

 

It is the student’s responsibility to see that: 

1. All forms are properly completed and submitted.  For information pertaining to the program, 

students should make the effort to contact the APS Director (in lieu of parents).  This is meant to 

provide an opportunity for students to take responsibility   

2. WRITING: Current students of Glenelg High School must submit a writing sample (one essay) 

from their writing folder.  The sample MUST be graded with their comments and grade visible.  

Additionally, the Form F statement must accompany the writing submitted. 

3. or WRITING: Current middle school students.  The one hour writing test is taken on February 

10
, 
2008 at 3:30 pm at Glenelg High School.  This date is critical and exceptions to this date will 

be made only on a case-by-case discussion with parents, student, and Mr. Kemp.  Failure to 

complete the writing assessment within one week after this date will result in a voided 

application 

4. or WRITING: Current students not in the HCPS system: Submit a writing sample as described in 

#2 along with Form F. 

5. Form D (4 copies) are submitted one each to a social studies, English, science, math, or foreign 

language teacher.  Each recommendation must come from a different department; for example, 

once you have one English teacher, then no other recommendations should come from English, 

move on to another department.  Be sure to give your teachers a white business envelope with 

your name on the cover so that they can seal the recommendation inside.  Also, it is common 

courtesy to send a thank you letter to teachers who write you recommendations.  FORM D may 

be mailed directly to Mr. Kemp at Glenelg High School, 14025 Burntwoods Road, Glenelg, MD 



21737 or sent in a sealed envelope along with the other application materials.  FYI: STUDENTS 

SHOULD NOT HAVE SEEN THE RECOMMENDATION. 

 

The AP Scholars Program Committee will not evaluate any candidate for whom an incomplete 

Statement of Interest Packet is submitted.  Please allow 6-8 weeks for the processing of your application.

Student Responsibilities 

 

Forms A, B, and C are to be completed by you.  These forms should be stapled in order and submitted 

by the student as part of the program Statement of Interest process.  A Cover Sheet is not needed.  These 

forms are due in the Middle School’s Guidance Office by 2:30 p.m. February 9, 2009. 

 

Form D – You MUST 

• Ask four of your current eighth grade academic teachers (English, Foreign Language, Math, 

Science and/or Social Studies) to fill out the confidential evaluation form. 

• Complete Part 1 of each and give the forms and envelopes to the teachers who have agreed to 

evaluate your middle school progress for the AP Scholars Program. 

• Give the forms to your teachers no later than 10 days before the deadline of February 9.  Your 

teachers will return your evaluation to their Guidance Department in a sealed envelope.  Be sure to 

give your teachers a white business envelope along with your recommendation forms.  Private 

School evaluations should be given to the headmaster and returned with Forms A, B, & C to Glenelg
