3.  Are you planning to pursue a higher education in the Arts?  The Howard County 
Arts Council’s 2008 Arts Scholarship application is now available!  This year, Howard 
County Arts Council will award a minimum of $10,000 in scholarship funds to students 
entering college in the 2008-2009 academic year.  Scholarships must be used for 
enrollment in an accredited college program for a degree in the arts.  Awards will be 
made in the minimum amount of $1,000 and may be used for tuition and fees only.  
Applications can be downloaded at www.hocoarts.org.   Click on Grant Programs.  
Scroll down and click on Art Scholarships Application and Guidelines.  Application 
deadline is January 11, 2008. For more information, contact the Howard County Arts 
Council at 410-313-2787.   
  Applications will be reviewed by the Arts Council’s Scholarship Panel, which is 
made up of professionals working in a variety of artistic disciplines.  Review criteria will 
include artistic merit, demonstrated knowledge of an artistic discipline, commitment to a 
career in the arts, and a demonstrated track record of success in an academic setting.  
Applicants will be notified of the Committee’s decision in March 2008.   
 



4.  The Central Scholarship Bureau (CSB) is a privately funded, non-profit 
organization.  CSB’s mission is to provide access to post-secondary education to students 
from Maryland. To this end, CSB offers interest-free loans and competitive scholarships 
and grants to qualified students to help meet the costs of college, professional or 
vocational training.  

CSB receives its funds in the form of charitable contributions from individuals, 
foundations, and corporations. For the 2007-2008 academic year, CSB awarded $600,000 
in interest-free loans and $300,000 in scholarships and grants to 181 students from 
Maryland. 

• There are no application fees, loan fees or fees of any kind at any time to the 
student or his/her family. Loans are always interest-free, including throughout the 
repayment period. 

Applicants must be permanent residents of the State of Maryland, but may attend any 
accredited U.S. college, university or vocational school. They must be full-time students 
in good academic standing, meet CSB income guidelines and have completed the FAFSA 
to apply for Federal Financial Aid.  

Awards are limited to a maximum of $10,000 per academic year. Actual award 
amounts are determined by the selection committees. Please note that CSB Programs are 
competitive and the decisions of the Scholarship and Loan Committees are final.

5. UMBC Scholarships

The Sondheim Public Affairs Scholar Program  This program supports talented 
undergraduate students who want to become effective leaders in government, non-profits, 
corporations and the community.  The program honors Walter Sondheim, a champion of 
Baltimore’s renewal, a business leader and advocate for public education.  The awards 
range in amounts from $5,000 per year.  The application deadline is January 15, 2008. 

Humanities Scholars Program  Humanities Scholars at UMBC study the great thinkers of the 
past and present in light of modern scientific discoveries, popular culture and current social 
issues.  Scholars discover rich cultural traditions through local community exploration and 
a semester abroad.  Graduates of the program go into fields such as publishing, law, 
teaching, business, public service and medicine.  The application deadline is January 15, 
2008. 

Linehan Artists Scholar Program A generous gift from Earl and Darielle Linehan supports 
the Linehan Artist Scholars Program.  In a strong liberal arts setting, scholars receive an 
honors education in their chosen specialty within a community of multidisciplinary artists.  
Linehan Artists Scholars have opportunities to perform and exhibit in a range of venues-
UMBC galleries, in resident ensembles and companies, with guest artists and in student 
productions.  The application deadline is January 1, 2008. 

Center for Women and Information Technology (CWIT) Scholars Program  This program 
supports high-achieving undergraduates-both women and men-who plan to major in 



information-technology (IT) and selected engineering fields and who support women’s full 
participation in these areas.  The application deadline is January 15, 2008. 

The Sherman Teacher Education Scholars Program seeks students interested in the teaching 
profession and in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics.  Program benefits 
include service learning and internships to enhance students’ academics and ensure a deep 
understanding of the teaching profession. The application deadline is January 15, 2008. 
 

   6. The Columbia Association Spirit of Columbia Scholarship Award  The Columbia 
Council scholarship program offers up to six $2,500 education awards to graduating high 
school seniors who exhibit exceptional efforts in providing community service in the 
Columbia area.
