Smart and capable, innocent and inexperienced
(he learned to drive on the farm, but he has never watched television), long-haired Cap
soon becomes the butt of pranks. He reacts in unexpected ways and, in the end, elevates
those around him to higher ground. Hysterically funny, this book packs a subtle message
about remaining true o oneself in the middle school mayhem.
