ATTENDANCE REMINDERS:

BUS VIDEO SURVEILLANCE EQUIPMENT - The Pupil Transportation Office has the capability of using video cameras
on buses servicing each school.

* A busvideo surveillance system may be in operation to help monitor student behavior on Howard County Public
School buses. Bus safety isatop priority and bus drivers may not be able to watch the road and closely monitor
students at the same time.

* The surveillance system can be helpful in monitoring student behavior and permit the bus driver to concentrate on safe
driving.

Please help our bus drivers continue to transport our students to and from school safely. Please do not park in the bus parking
area when dropping off or picking up your child from school. It is very dangerous for your child and makes it difficult for the
buses to park in the designated places. Pleasereview all the busrules:
* Follow directions from the bus driver thefirst time they are given.
Stay in your seat at all times until you come to your designated stop (especially while the bus isin motion.)
Keep al parts of your body inside the bus.
Keep hands, feet, legs, arms, personal property, and voice to yourself.
No eating, smoking, drinking, or vulgar language at any time on the bus.

Cell phones may
be brought into the building but have to remain off during the school day. We also request that parents not use cell phonesin
the building.

It is suggested that families not
make plans on any day designated as a makeup day. Over the past 20 years, we have averaged 3.5 inclement weather closing
days per year, so the odds are quite good that wedl be using at least some of those days.
