2. Students will improvise harmonic material to support familiar
melodies.

3. Students will improvise stylistically appropriate countermelodies
or free contrapuntal lines to enhance familiar melodies.

CORE OBJECTIVE B: Students will structure arrangements and
compositions using appropriate notation and forms.

Enabling Objectives:

1. Students will create and sing short musical compositions.
2. Students will evaluate their own compositions and those of

others using predetermined criteria.
3. Students will use traditional notation in writing short

original works and arrangements of familiar selections.
