10 Tips for Choosing Good Books 

for Children of All Ages

1. Have your children help select books as soon as they start indicating preferences.  Let them browse in a library or bookstore and choose for themselves.

2. Get to know the children’s section of your local library and seek help of your local librarian.  (Children’s librarians are knowledgeable about books for children and want to help you)

3. Determine your children’s interests, and then help to steer them towards books on their favorite subject.

4. Ask relative and friends about books their children have taken to heart.  You may want to trade books.

5. If your son or daughter doesn’t like a book, put it away.  Forcing books on a child will defeat your purpose and turn reading into a battle of wills.

6. Understand that children may want to hear (or read) favorite books again and again even after you think they’ve “outgrown” them.

7. Consult lists of recommended books.  Several organizations make them available.

8. Experiment.  Offer a variety but above all, trust your youngster’s reactions and your own.

9. Look for books you will enjoy reading aloud.  Allow your enthusiasm to come through.

10. Remember that your role is to introduce your children to the pleasure of reading, so have fun!!
