Consequences for
Inappropriate
Behavior

Students have been taught the
school rules for classroom and non-
classroom settings. If a child does
not follow one of the three school
rules, the following procedure is
followed:

1. General Verbal Warning with
reminder about appropriate
behavior.

2. Individual Verbal Warning with
reminder about appropriate
behavior.

3. Student completes a Self-
Assessment Form to evaluate
the reason for their behavior
and to consider alternate
behaviors. This form is sent
home for parent review.

4. If the behavior does not
improve, either a teacher or a
school administrator will notify
a parent.

*Certain actions such as fighting, use of
inappropriate language, possession of
contraband or weapons, harassment, bullying
and threats warrant immediate administrative
involvement.

Eagle Tickets

Students who are following the
school rules in the various locations
of the school will earn Eagle
Tickets.

* Tickets are given by staff to
students to acknowledge
individual positive behavior.

* Once received, the tickets
go into a classroom box for a
daily drawing for classroom-
based incentives.

* Tickets from each grade level
are saved for the week and a
drawing is held each
Wednesday morning. Three
students in each grade level
will receive prizes from the
office treasure box.

* Students will soon save
tickets to trade for prizes
from the Eagle’s Pride Cart.
