Notes From Guidance:

Handling a Bully
Q. My son doesn't like to ride the bus because an older child is picking on him. Every morning, he begs me to drive him
to school. What should I do?
A. No child should ever feel unsafe, but driving him to school may not be the best solution. First, alert the bus driver to
the problem. See if your child can sit in the front near the driver, and encourage him to ride with a buddy. You can
show your child different ways to respond to teasing, for example, ignoring it and moving away. Sometimes just looking
a bully in the eye and telling him to stop will work. Let your child practice solutions with you by saying, “You be yourself
and I'll be the bully.” If your child is a victim of constant teasing, a network of friends is often a strong defense.
Involve your son in scouts or sports and encourage him to invite children over to play.
